HM2 Justin Edward Rose, called Doc Rose by his Marines, is a West Virginia native. In 1997 he graduated from Lincoln High School, Shinnston, WV, where he earned the rank of Lieutenant Commander in the school’s Navy Junior Reserve Officers Training Corps (NJROTC) program. He enlisted in the Navy in 1998. 

His medical career began in 1998 when he graduated with honors from Hospital Corpsman “A” School and from Field Medical Service School (FMSS) on Camp Johnson (Montford Point), Marine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune, N.C.

During his 13 years of naval service, HM2 Rose has earned a number of distinguishing awards. In 2001 he was awarded the Military Outstanding Volunteer Service Medal for time with the Boy Scouts of America as Merit Badge Instructor. While he was the senior corpsman for Marine Medium Helicopter Squadron-264 Marine Aircraft Group 26 (HMM-264 MAG 26) he earned Naval Air Crew Wings, Combat Air Crew Wings, and Enlisted Fleet Marine Force (FMF) device.
