Being raised in a family with a military history, MA3 Nathan R. DeWalt had made the decision he was going to continue the tradition. After graduation from West York Area High School in York, PA on June of 2006 he enlisted in the US Navy. DeWalt began basic training on July 24, exactly 17 years to the day his father began basic training with the US Army when he was DeWalt’s age.  

Following basic training MA3 DeWalt attended Law Enforcement/Master-at-Arms (LE/MA) School at Naval Technical Training Center (NTTC), Lackland Air Force Base, San Antonio, Texas. Excelling in marksmanship he earned expert rating in both pistol and rifle. During his tour at Naval Weapons Station (NWS) Earle, NJ, MA3 DeWalt worked in harbor security, base patrol, and Anti-Terrorism Force Protection (ATFP). He also earned a position on Earle’s Rapid Response Team. 

In 2007, while DeWalt was in Brooklyn, New York attending a community event as a Navy color guard representative he earned the Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medal for aid he rendered to a civilian struck by a car. 

Prior to his accident, DeWalt was an avid athlete, working out five to six times a week and participating in many Navy Morale, Welfare, and Recreation events, including NWS Earle’s Fear the Pier 5K race. DeWalt finished 12th overall and 2nd overall for military participants. He had aspirations of competing in a half marathon.

On July 11, 2008, MA3 DeWalt was struck by a vehicle while on his motorcycle. His spinal cord was severed at the T3 vertebra.  It was while he was in physical therapy that he met a fellow service member who had participated in the veteran’s games and inspired DeWalt’s return to the gym and participation in the Warrior Games.
