After serving for three years in the fleet-Navy while stationed at Naval Station Roosevelt Roads, Puerto Rico, SB1 Hathorn screened for and was accepted to the Special Warfare Combatant-Craft Crewman (SWCC) program. Upon graduation he was stationed with Special Boat Team 20 at Naval Amphibious Base Little Creek, Va.
