Tech. Sgt. Israel Del Toro recently signed a four-year re-enlistment on Feb. 4, 2010 after almost five years and enduring 120 surgeries since his vehicle drove over a roadside bomb during combat operations in Afghanistan in 2005. Del Toro was in a coma for three months after the incident and 80 percent of his body was covered in third degree burns. But, his determination helped him recover and leave Brooks Army Medical Center 22 months ahead of schedule. Sergeant Del Toro continues to serve as an instructor and recruiter for Tactical Air Control Party students. He also travels around the country giving motivational speeches and continues talking to Airmen about his experiences in Afghanistan.
