The Department of Defense (DoD) obligated $79.1M during the week ending October 9, 2009, bringing the cumulative obligation
of Recovery Act funds to $3,337.6M. This includes $2,570.1M for the Facilities Sustainment, Restoration and Modernization
(FSRM) program which had new obligations of $64.3M this week; $582.1M for the Military Construction program which had new|
obligations of $4.2M; $143.5M for the Near Term Energy-Efficient Technologies (NTEET) program which had new obligations of
$0.14M; and $36.2M for the Energy Conservation Investment Program (ECIP) which had $10.3M in new obligations. Total
obligations to date represent 44.9 of all DoD Recovery Act Funds received and reflect over 2,400 contract actions with non-
Federal vendors. Over 76% of contract actions were to small businesses (58% of contract dollars).

There were an additional $64.3M in new obligations on FSRM projects for the week including $64.2M for Army projects. For the
week, the Army and Army National Guard had 34 new awards for infrastructure repairs totaling $42.4M; the Army awarded
$21.8M for building and infrastructure repair at Fort Bragg, NC and Military Ocean Terminal, Sunny Point, NC.

The Department obligated $10.3M for ECIP projects for the week including $5.9M for barracks at Ft. Knox, KY and $2.7M for high|
efficiency lighting at Ft. Lee, VA.
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
